Tula sa Tsino/Poetry in Chinese

Sa kaniyang pangunguna, pagsusulong, at pagpapalaganap sa makabagong panulaang Tsino sa Pilipinas naging malaki ang impluwensiya niya sa mga kabataang manunulat sa wikang Tsino sa bansa. Tumulay ang kaniyang ang husay mula dekada sisenta, hindi lamang sa Pilipinas kundi maging sa Taiwan. Napaglangkap niya ang lirisismo at realismo sa mga obrang may payak na imahen ngunit may komplikadong pagpapakahulugan sa personal at sosyo-historikong larang ng magkasalikop na buhay ng Tsino at Filipino.

For his leadership in, advancement, and propagation of modern Chinese poetry in the Philippines, whereby he exerted substantial influence on the country’s  young writers in the Chinese language. His work and influence continued from the 1960s, not just in the Philippines but reached audiences in Taiwan. He was able to merge lyricism and realism in works that contained the simple image yet complicated significations in the personal as well as socio-historical domains of the intermixed and interrelated lives of Chinese and Filipinos.

Born on 24 August 1941 in Manila, Philippines. His pen name is Yue Qu
Liao. He is married to Rosalinda Ong Chua. He studied at the Chiang
Kai Shek High School and the Mapua Institute of Technology
(undergraduate). He is a businessman and a restaurateur (The Little
Store on the Hill). His published works include "Yue Qu Liao Poems
Selection" (1986), Limpai Publication; "Selected and Included (1995)"
in 300 New Verse Poems (1917-1995), Taiwan Chu Ko Publication; "Yue Qu
Liao Poems Collection" (2002), Ong Kok Tonk Foundation, HiQ Printing
Press, Co.; and Different Dreams, Same Bed (2007), Sprintec, Printing
Press Inc, all published in Taipei, Taiwan. He won the following
awards: 1st Poetry Award of Ong Kok Tonk (1985), Literary Foundation,
Philippines; Awardee, Ho Kuang Poetry Association (1986), Philippine
Poetry Award; Awardee, Overseas Educational Foundation Creative Poetry
Award (2003), Taiwan, R.O.C.; and Awardee, The Epoch Poetry Short

Sa kaniyang mga dulang pampelikulang may mataas na uri, sumusurot ang kaniyang pananaw-sa-mundo sa budhi ng lipunang nagwawalambahala sa mga nasa lusak ng kaapihan at karalitaan, naghahanap ang kaniyang sining ng pagtupad sa katarungan sa loob ng isang ordeng inaasahang makatao at demokratiko. Binibigyan ng katawan at mukha ng kaniyang panulat ang mga tauhang ginigiyagis ng panahong itinuturing na pinakamatingkad sa kontemporanyong kasaysayan, ng mga digmaan at tunggalian na patuloy na bumubuo sa pagkataong Filipino. Itinuturo ng kaniyang panulat ang isang landas na magluluwal ng isang uri ng lipunan na higit na gumagalang sa dignidad ng tao.

For his dramatic films of meritorious quality, through which he and his world view poke at the conscience of a society that closes its eyes on the surrounding mire of oppression and poverty; and his art that seeks the realization of justice within an order that is hopefully humane and democratic. His writing has given face and body to characters that are subject to the most intense anxieties of contemporary history—those brought about by the wars and conflicts that continue to shape the Filipino. At the same time, his writing points to a path leading to the creation of a society that exceedingly respects human dignity.

ALFRED A. YUSON 

Katha at Tula sa Ingles/Fiction and Poetry in English

Sa kaniyang katha at tula na mga salimbayang huwarang rurok ng kahusayan sa salita, nagtatampok ng estilo at nilalamang kahanga-hanga sa  pamumukod-tangi, kapuwa maalam at maramdamin, edukado at hitik-sa-danas, at batid ang tradisyon habang magiting at abanggarde sa estilo. Gayong tunay na kosmopolitano at urbano ang pamamaraan ng lahat ng kaniyang akda, sunod-sa-panahon sa tunguhin at usaping pansining at pampanitikan, sa kaibuturan si Yuson ay walang-alinlangang Filipino, na bagama't tiwala sa katiyakan ng posisyon ng Filipino sa mundo, ay hindi nagdadalawang-isip na gamitin ang   kaniyang mahayap na siste at matalas na pagtukoy  sa kahinaan at kakuwanan ng sarili at ng kababayan.

For his fiction and poetry that both and interchangeably reach the peaks in the use of language, demonstrating in style and substance a most impressive gentility

that is both intelligent and sensitive, literate but worldly-wise, and aware of tradition but stylistically bold and avant-garde. Still, from all the cosmopolitan and urbane manners of his works, which are conversant with the latest of artistic and literary trends and problems, Yuson’s is at heart still distinctly Filipino, who while hopeful for the Filipino’s place in the world, will not reserve his mordant humor and his keen sense of pointing out his own and his compatriots’ foibles and follies.

Born 23 February 1947 in Manila.  Also known as Krip Yuson). He has authored 23 books, including novels, poetry collections, short fiction, essays, and children's stories, apart from having edited various other titles. Yuson was conferred the Southeast Asia Write Award (SEA Write) in 1992 in Bangkok, and has been elevated to the Hall of Fame of the Carlos Palanca Memorial Awards for Literature, the Philippines ' most prestigious literary distinction. He has frequently represented the Philippines in literary conferences, festivals and reading tours in the United States, Japan, China, Finland, Scotland, Thailand, Malaysia, United Kingdom, Australia, Singapore, Hong Kong, Italy, Belgium, the Netherlands, South Africa, and Colombia, and his works may be found in many international anthologies. Yuson is a founding member of the Philippine Literary Arts Council (PLAC), Creative Writing Foundation, Inc. and Manila Critics Circle, and was Chairman of the Writers Union of the Philippines. His bibliography includes the poetry collections: Sea Serpent, (Monsoon Press, 1980), Trading in Mermaids (Anvil Publishing, Inc., 1993), Mothers Like Elephants (Anvil Publishing, Inc., 2000), Hairtrigger Loves: 50 Poems on Woman (University of the Philippines Press, 2002), and the translation, Love's A Vice / Bisyo ang Pag-Ibig: Translations into English of 60 Poems by Mike L. Bigornia (National Commission for Culture and the Arts, 2004). Yuson currently writes a literature and culture column for The Philippine Star. He also teaches fiction and poetry at Ateneo de Manila University, where he held the Henry Lee Irwin Professorial Chair in Creative Writing. His two novels, The Great Philippine Jungle Cafe and Voyeurs and Savages are studies of Philippine culture. Another novel, The Music Child, was among five works shortlisted for the second (2008) Man Asian Literary Prize.

For his essays and examinations in the fields of history and the social sciences, where he recognized and gave shape to the concepts of the native identity, consciousness, and the honor of the Filipino. Prominent in his works is the revolutionary worldview expressed by or culled from our heroes and popular movements seeking real freedom. With equal passion and depth of vision, he has also focused his studies on contemporary issues, and thus he has been able to produce a full and shining picture that brings to the fore the innate strengths of the Filipino nation.

in History (Summa cum laude) at the University of the Philippines in
1955 and Doctorat en Ethnologie (With highest honors) Cultural
Anthropology at the Sorbonne Université de Paris in 1968. His
international publications include The Ethnic Dimension: Papers on
Philippine Culture, History and Psychology.

His outlets are Bannawag, Rimat, Iluko anthologies,
lectures, English broadsheets, popular and professional magazines, 
journals, and classrooms. He enjoys regional, national and
international recognitions for his incisive and scholarly critiques.
The Art Association of the Philippines gave him a special cognition
for his body of published works in 1971. This was followed by numerous
official participation in national and ASEAN congresses on arts and
aesthetics, in many of which as a paper reader.
